This week we held Virtual Coffee Mornings for each of the year groups across the school which 53
parents gttended in total. The focus for these was our return to school” theme this term which is the
3 &% — Continuity, Connection and Challenge. Our gim was to ensure that there is continuity with the
remote work done gt home this term and re-estoblish good connections with our students and their
families.

Information was shared about how the school is managing the return to learning, the curriculum,
welbeing and cotch up provision. Porents hod the opportunity to ask guestions which Mr Sutherand

and Mrs Curry answered. in several yegr groups the some guestions were posed, 50 we thought it
might be good to share some of the commaon ones here for the benefit of all parents.

How will assessment and reporting to parents be managed this year?

Whilst Notional Testing has been suspended, we are still teaching and doing teocher gssessments of
the National Curriculum. We have o robust assessment system in school and have moved porents’
ewvenings into the first half of the summer term so that teachers can haove the most up to date
information to share with parents at that point. Then —at the end of the year, parents will get a full
report based on the same format as last year which gives them a colowr coded assessment of their
child’s assessment against eoch expectotion for reading, writing and maths.

What will happen to support children who have gaps in learning to help them catch up?

We will be managing this on different levels. There will be closs and year group intersention support.
Staff will also plan and differentiate lessons based on gssessment odtivities to support individuals and
groups. In addition we will be doing some targeted work with children with particular needs including
runnimg turtion sessians for older children and providing additional in class teacher support.

What is the well-being provisian in school?

We hove provision for everyone which will toke ploce in class. All dasses hove things like o worry
monstery problem post box, o happy box and do sessions in PSHE or circle time. Classes and year
groups also support well-being through torgeted small group activity. We howve whole school themes
and gssemblies thot also contribute to this work. As well as things for all students, those with
particular needs may be supported by the work of our learning mentors ond we con also refer
students and their fomilies to oppropriate outside support if they need it
