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by the end of the 9th century, even though kings like Alfred the Great
tried to defeat them. The land they controlled was named the Danelaw
because the rules of these lands came from the Danish (Danes) and
Norse overlords who had settled from Scandinavia. Living as an
Anglo-Samon under the Danelaw was very difficult because the lives of
Anglo-Saxons were considered less than that of the Dane/Norse peaple.
This all changed after King Alfred the Great made a treaty with invaders
saying that the lives of both the Anglo-5axon and Scandinavians would
be treated as equal. It also clearly marked out the temitories of Wessex
and the Danelaw.
